We are delighted to invite you to a very special event in our city, to take place from 30 June – 2 July 2010. It is the biennial Consultation on Urban Ministry, hosted by the Institute for Urban Ministry, an affiliate of the Tshwane Leadership Foundation. 

This year, to coincide with the first-ever Soccer World Cup on African soil, the Consultation will be more international with seasoned urban ministry practitioners from different continents sharing with us from their own stories and experiences.

How can people of faith and citizens work in partnership with the city and local communities to build just and humane urban environments?
