Andrew Root: Friday 27 August 08:30 till 17:30

THEME: REVISITING RELATIONAL YOUTH MINISTRY
Session 1: Relational Youth Ministry. Youth ministry and the relational crisis. 
In this presentation we will explore many of the cultural transitions that have made relationships an essential part of youth ministry.  We will explore the changes in the family, the high school, and in adolescence itself.
Session 2: From Influence to Place-Sharing.
This presentation will explore a theological recasting of the practice of relational youth ministry; seeing how using relationships to influence young people may be problematic.  We will instead re-imagine relational youth ministry as place-sharing.
Session 3:  The shape of faithful place-sharing.
How would I go about being a place-sharer in youth ministry?  What would it look like personally?  In this presentation we will explore these questions seeking to provide a way of imagining our very person in ministry with and for young people.
Session 4: Promise of Despair
The Church and the Emerging Generation: The Melting of Meaning and the Hyper-Real.  Is the church different for a generation of people raised in the digital age?  If their attention is directed toward computer, TV, and cell phone screens, are they constructing meaning in different ways than people in the past?  We will explore the effects our screen-based living has on how we make meaning and the ways meaning has become harder to construct.  What theological perspective might we take to address a generation making their primary meaning not in the "real" but in the "hyper-real" of screen worlds?

Session 1:  A Roll of the Dice. Exposing Today’s Most Popular Youth Ministry Model.

Session 4: Dancing with Alligators. Navigating the Turbulent Waters of Church Politics.

Andrew Root, PhD (Princeton Theological Seminary) is Assistant Professor of Youth and Family Ministry at Luther Seminary in St Paul Minnesota.  He is the author of Revisiting Relational Youth Ministry: From a Strategy of Influence to a Theology of Incarnation (IVP, 2007) and Relationships Unfiltered (Zondervan/YS, 2009).
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A former Young Life staff worker, he has served in churches and social service agencies as a youth outreach associate and a gang prevention counselor.  He is also the author of The Promise of Despair: The Way of the Cross as the Way of the Church (Abingdon, 2010), Children of Divorce: The Loss of Family as the Loss of Being (Baker Academic, 2010), Revisiting Relational Youth Ministry: From a Strategy of Influence to a Theology of Incarnation (IVP, 2007) and Relationships Unfiltered: Help for Youth Workers, Volunteers and Parents on Creating Authentic Relationships (Zondervan/YS, 2009).

He has worked in congregations, para-church ministries and social service programs.  He writes and researches in areas of theology and youth ministry.  He lives in St Paul with his wife Kara, two children (Owen and Maisy), and their two dogs (Kirby and Kimmel). When not reading, writing, or teaching Andy spends far too much time watching TV and movies.
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Mark is the founder of Youth Ministry Architects, a hands-on coaching service for churches whose youth ministries are in (intentional or unexpected) transition or churches who hope to see their youth ministries move to the next level.  For over 22 years, Mark has served as the Associate Pastor for Youth and Their Families at First Presbyterian Church in Nashville, Tennessee, where he continues to oversee the youth ministry on a part-time basis. Mark has trained youth workers across the United States, as well as in Russia, Canada, Uganda and South Africa, Ecuador and Nicaragua, working with a wide variety of denominations.  He has taught courses or been a guest lecturer at a number of colleges and seminaries, including Princeton Theological Seminary (Princeton, NJ), Vanderbilt Divinity School (Nashville, TN).

Mark is the author of a number of books, including November 2008 release, Sustainable Youth Ministry (IVP) Family-Based Youth Ministry (IVP, Revised and Expanded, 2004), and his articles and reviews have been published in a variety of magazines and journals, including The Christian Century, Theology Today, Group, and Youthworker Journal. Mark’s writings have now been translated into Korean, Chinese, and Afrikaans.  Mark served as the general editor for The True Love Waits Bible. Mark DeVries lives in Nashville with Susan, his wife of 30 years, and grown children (when they choose to be in town): Adam, Adam’s wife, Sara, Debbie, and Leigh.
